Business Letters

Business letters are those written by one business person to another or by a private person
to a business company or institution. Business letters can be of different types with different
purposes: to apply for a job, to inform people of developments, to request action, to propose a
service, to complain, etc.

The way a letter is written reveals a lot about the person who is writing it and also sends a
message about the organization that he or she is working for. It is, therefore, very important to
make sure that the information, layout, style and spelling are all correct before you send it.

When writing a business letter, you should follow the standard format. The sample letter
below shows where the following different components should appear on the page:

letterhead/address (but not name) of the writer; name and address of recipient; date;
opening; subject;

body of the letter; closing; signature; name and job title.

Business letters are usually quite formal in style. When writing, you should use
straightforward language (i.e. simple and easy to understand) and avoid unnecessary words.

There are certain conventions concerning the correct way to address people and to close
your letter.

Opening Letters always start with Dear ... followed by the correct form of address. If the
letter is going to someone whose name you do not know, it starts with Dear Sir, or Dear Madam,
or Dear Sir or Madam, ... . But if you do know the name, then you can begin with Dear Mr/Ms
Stewart, ... .

Closing Letters are usually closed in standard ways. At the end of your letter you should
include a short sentence like | look forward to hearing from you or Please, do not hesitate to
contact me if you need further information. Below that, you should put a closing phrase:

Yours sincerely, (formal, for letters beginning Dear + name)

Yours faithfully, (formal, for letters beginning Dear Sir/Madam)

Yours truly, /Best regards, /Best wishes, (less formal)

Emails

Email (e-mail) is a rapid and relatively cheap means of communication. Emails have two
styles: a semi-formal business style and an informal personal style.

The semi-formal style is used for emails to people who you do not know well (e.g. people
outside your company). It is similar to a business letter, but less formal and shorter. A likely
opening for a semi-formal email is Dear (name) and Best wishes or All the best are often used to
close. The language of semi-formal emails is simple and concise.

The informal style is suitable for emails to people whom you know well (e.g. people in
your company or your friends). The greeting is often Hi and Hello. The style is close to spoken
English.

Memos

Memo (memorandum) is a short official note to another person/other people in the same
company or organization. A memo usually focuses on only one specific topic such as conveying
or requesting information, giving instructions or recommending options. Memos are less formal
than business letters so the tone is neutral and the language simple.

Memos should include the following headings: To/From/Date/Subject. They usually start
with the introduction to the main points and no greeting such as Dear ... is used. Points should
be arranged in logical order. In longer memos it is common to number points. Memos often
conclude with a request for action. The closing is generally just the initials of the sender.
