1. Цели освоения дисциплины 

Целями освоения дисциплины «Лексикология английского языка» является формирование у студентов научного представления о словарном составе английского языка в его современном состоянии и историческом развитии, в его социальной и прагматической обусловленности, а также осмысление ранее полученных знаний о лексикологии языка и природе ее функционирования на более высоком уровне, в теоретическом их обосновании в свете новейших достижений лингвистической науки. Лексикология – одна из важнейших дисциплин, призванных обеспечить общетеоретическую подготовку бакалавров по направлению подготовки «Филология». При этом обращение к свежим концепциям, комплексно-плюралистический подход, широкий обзор проблематики обсуждаемых тем открывает перспективу для более глубокого и творческого усвоения сложных явлений лексикологии. 

2.Место дисциплины в структуре ОПОП бакалавриата  

Дисциплина «Лексикология английского языка» входит в обязательную часть ОПОП бакалавриата по направлению 45.03.02. «Лингвистика». 

Роль и место дисциплины в интегрировании учебного процесса и профессиональной подготовке выпускника определяются тем, что по своему содержанию она носит ярко выраженный комплексный характер. Основной объект лексикологии – слово – рассматривается в единстве своих характеристик: фонетических, грамматических, семантических, стилистических. Следовательно, для изучения дисциплины необходимы компетенции, сформированные у учащихся в результате изучения практического курса английского языка и в результате освоения дисциплин ОПОП бакалавра лингвистики «Введение в языкознание», «Теоретическая фонетика», а также общих гуманитарных дисциплин (Культурология, Основы межкультурной коммуникации).
