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The term user interface refers to the standard procedures that the user follows in order to interact
with a computer. In the late 1970s and early 80s, the way users accessed computer systems was very
complex. They had to memorize and type a lot of commands just to see the contents of a disk and to copy
files. In fact, it was only experts who used computers, so there was no need for a user-friendly interface.

In 1984, Apple produced the Macintosh, the first computer with a mouse and a graphical user
interface (GUI). Macs were designed with one clear aim: to facilitate interaction with the computer. A
few years later, Microsoft launched Windows, another operating system based on graphics and intuitive
tools. Nowadays, computers are used by all kinds of people, and as a result there is growing emphasis on
accessibility and user-friendly systems.

A GUI makes use of a WIMP environment: windows, icons, menus and pointer.

A drop-down menu, or pull-down menu, is a list of options that appear below a menu bar when you
click on an item.

The pointer is an arrow, controlled by the mouse, which lets you choose options from menus.

The background of the screen is called the desktop, which contains labeled pictures called icons.
These icons represent files or folders. Double-clicking a folder opens a window which contains programs,
documents, or more nested folders. When you are in a folder, you can launch a program or document by
double-clicking the icon or you can drag it to another location. When you run a program, your PC opens a
window that lets you work with different tools. All the programs have a high level of consistency, with
similar toolbars, menu bars, buttons and dialog boxes.

Procedure for Awarding Higher Degrees by Thesis

The usual procedure in British universities is as follows. The candidate (that is, the person
applying for the degree) submits his thesis to an examination board appointed by the board of
studies (a committee of professors and lecturers, of which there is one for each subject). This
examining board, or committee, as it is sometimes called, usually consists of two or three specialists
in the candidate’s field. They read the thesis and then summon the candidate to an oral examination,
sometimes called viva ['vaiva] or ['vi:va] (from the Latin viva voce [ vaiva'vausi]).

At the oral/viva the candidate is questioned on his thesis, and sometimes on the other related
topics. Although the oral is open to the public, in practice only the candidate and the examiners
usually attend. After the oral the examiners come to a joint decision and accept or reject the thesis.
Occasionally a thesis is referred back, which means that some faults must be remedied before the
thesis is accepted.

The expression to defend one’s thesis is used in Britain nowadays only in the general sense of
producing arguments to support one’s thesis, answering objections. Moreover, thesis here may be
understood not as the written work but in its original sense, defined by Hornby as “statement or
theory (to be) put forward and supported by arguments”.
