The modern system of national security of the Russian Federation

About security

Today, unfortunately, in Russia there is no single scientifically based interpretation of the
concept of “security”, including national security. In the Constitution of the Russian Federation,
the term “national security” is not mentioned, in the text of the Federal Law of the Russian
Federation on 28.12.2010 No. 390-FZ (as amended by 05.10.2015) “On Security”, this
frequently used term is not explained in the presidential decree of 31.12.2015 No. 683 “On the
national security strategy of the Russian Federation” the concept of “national security” is
interpreted as a state of security. Since there is no single definition of the term “national
security”, various sources interpret it differently and in its own way. Thus, in some sources, the
national security (NB) of the Russian Federation is defined as the protection of the country, its
citizens and the territory from various dangers and threats, as well as the potential that ensures
the stable development of Russia for a long time. In other sources, the national security of the
Russian Federation is considered as a state of affairs in various areas of state activity in which
there are no internal and external threats to the national interests of the state, society and the
individual. Thirdly, an equal sign is put between the national security of our country and the
protection / defense of the interests of its citizens, society and the state. And finally, in some
sources, the concept of national security of Russia includes protection from external and internal
threats of various nature (political, economic, military, environmental, informational, etc.) [1-4].
Due to the lack of a single conceptual apparatus in relation to the term “national security”, a
single definition of the components of national security (types of security), revealing their

essence, has not been developed.

The definition of the system, its essence and functions

In the most general case, a system is a combination of a set of elements that are interrelated with each
other (synergistic), constituting integrity or constituting a whole, possessing a certain order of
subordination (hierarchy) and performing a common function [1]. It is obvious that it is impossible to
talk about the modern system of national security of Russia without taking this definition into account.
To understand the essence of the modern system of national security of Russia, the authors propose the
following definition as one of the options: “Under the national security system of Russia should be
understood a complex (set) of interrelated elements (subsystems) - types and sub-types of security
combined into a single functional unit based on multinational long-term interests, real and potential
threats to these interests, and to protect these interests from external and internal threats. ”The internal
content of the system of national security of Russia lies in the unity of functioning, interrelation and
interaction of its constituent species (elements / subsystems) at all levels in various conditions,
including extreme ones.

To ensure the day-to-day functioning of the national security system, the state has an organizational
and staff structure of bodies, forces, facilities, various organizations implementing a set of measures
aimed at protecting / protecting the national interests of the Russian Federation in general, its regions,
subjects and their peoples in particular.

From a procedural point of view, the national security system of Russia involves the interaction of
various state institutions, authorities, heads of all levels and levels performing tasks in the interests of
ensuring and maintaining an adequate level of national security in these specific conditions.The
functional purpose of the national security system of Russia are:

- the definition of vital, important and peripheral, long-term and short-term interests, and their ranking
by their significance;

- identification, prediction and assessment of potential and real internal and external threats, their
comprehensive analysis and ranking according to the degree of danger and significance;

- taking adequate measures commensurate with the level of threat (s) of measures necessary and
sufficient to ensure the protection of the national interests of the Russian Federation;

- creation of favorable conditions for life and development, both of an individual citizen and all
peoples and nationalities inhabiting our country, of each region and subject of the Russian Federation,
and of the entire state as a whole;

- analysis, assessment and forecast of negative and positive factors of national security, their impact on
the state of the national security of the Russian Federation and their consideration when choosing ways

to protect the state and citizens.

On the structure of the national security system of Russia

The system of national security of Russia (see Fig. 1) is an independent complex multi-level system
with a certain order of subordination and having in its structure at least five levels:

The 1 level of the system is the national security of the Russian Federation.

The 2 level of the system is the regional national security of the Russian Federation (national security
of the regions of the Russian Federation).

The 3 level of the system is the national security of the subjects of the Russian Federation (the national
security of the subjects of the Russian Federation).

4-th system level - types of national security (NB subsystems).

The 5 level of the system is a component of the types of national security (subsystems of the types of
national libraries).

The off-system element of Russia’s national security, which closes the NB system through feedback, is
its control unit, which includes at least five levels of power (see fig. 1).

1 level - the President of the Russian Federation, the National Security Council, the government of the
country, the State Duma; 2 level - regional leaders; 3 level - the leaders of the subjects of the Russian
Federation and 4 level - officials, whose responsibilities include the organization, further development
and direct leadership of the national security of the country.

The heads and officials of these levels of authority determine the purpose and composition of the NB
system (subsystem) at their level, and within their competence, organize the interconnection and
interaction of its constituent elements (subsystems), set tasks and define the goals of their functioning,
control the functioning process, sum up the results, evaluate the results achieved, determine the
effectiveness of the functioning of individual elements / subsystems and the national security system as
a whole and bear personal responsibility.

Russia's national security is based on vital, important and peripheral, long-term and short-term national
interests; potential and real threats to national interests; active and passive protection of national
interests [3, 4].

The national interests of the Russian Federation are understood to be objectively significant needs of
the individual, society and the state in ensuring their security and sustainable development, and threats
to national security are a combination of conditions and factors creating direct or indirect possibility of
harming national interests [2].

According to the authors, in the 21st century, the prime cause of many threats in the world is the

uneven distribution of biological, mineral and chemical natural resources on Earth, claimed by
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different (almost all) countries. The threat to the national interests of Russia lies precisely in the fact
that in its territory, including the Arctic zone, there are huge reserves of various minerals.

The protection of national security should be understood primarily as a set of measures aimed at
ensuring national security, preventing various kinds of threats, practical implementation of measures to
maintain and restore the situation (condition) of individual regions, subjects and the country as a
whole, society and citizens, under which national interests are not violated [3, 4].

It is obvious that in the absence of threats to national interests, their protection is not required and,
conversely, if there are real or potential threats to national interests, their state protection is necessary.
The elements (subsystems) of the national security system at all levels are interconnected both
vertically and horizontally, and constantly interact in the process of the whole system functioning.
Over the past twenty years, the Russian Federation has developed a modern national security system,
the functioning of which creates (maintains) the necessary and sufficient conditions for normal life and
all-around relatively sustainable development of the country, its regions and subjects, society and
citizens under the influence of real and potential external and internal threats.

A national security system, like any other complex system, must meet certain requirements and
possess, inherent to it, distinctive features (properties) that form its qualitative state. Such signs

RUSSIA'S NATIONAL INTERESTS

Russia's national interests are the combined and balanced interests of the individual, society and
the state in economic; domestic political, social, international, informational, military, border,
ecological security. They are long-term in nature and define the main goals and strategic and
short-term goals of the state's domestic and foreign policy. The national interests are secured by
institutions of state authority, which may also act in coordination with public organizations
operating on the basis of the constitution and legislation of the Russian Federation.

The interests of the individual lie in exercise of constitutional rights and freedoms and provision
of personal security; in an improved quality and standard of living; and in physical, spiritual and
intellectual development.

The interests of society lie in strengthening democracy; creating a rule-of-law and social state; in
achieving and maintaining public harmony and in the spiritual renewal of Russia. The interests
of the state lie in the inviolability of the constitutional system and of Russia's sovereignty and
territorial integrity; in political, economic and social stability; in unconditional assurance of
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lawfulness and maintenance of law and order; and in the development of international
cooperation on equal terms and to mutual benefit. Russia's national interests may be assured only
on the basis of sustainable economic development. Therefore Russia's national interests in
economics are of key importance.

Russia's national interests in the domestic political sphere lie in stability of the constitutional
system and of state authority and its institutions; in ensuring civil peace and national accord,
territorial integrity, unity of the legal domain, and law and order; in completing the process of
establishing a democratic society; and in removing factors causing and feeding social,
intercommunal and religious conflicts, political extremism, national and religious separatism,
and terrorism. Russia's national interests in the social sphere lie in assurance of a high
standard of living for its people. The national interests in the spiritual sphere lie in preservation
and strengthening of society's moral values, traditions of patriotism and humanism, and the
country's cultural and scientific potential.

Russia's national interests in the international sphere lie in upholding its sovereignty and
strengthening its position as a great power and as one of the influential centers of a multipolar
world, in development of equal and equitable relations with all countries and integrative
associations and in particular with the members of the Commonwealth of Independent States and
Russia's traditional partners, in universal observance of human rights and freedoms and the

impermissibility of dual standards in this respect.

General Provisions

Russia has overcome the consequences of the systemic political and socio-economic crisis of the
end of the 20th century — having stopped the decline in the quality of life of Russian citizens;
withstood the pressures of nationalism, separatism and international terrorism; prevented the
discreditation of the constitutional form of government; preserved its sovereignty and territorial
integrity; and restored the country's potential to enhance its competitiveness and defend its
national interests as a key player within evolving multipolar international relations.

Russia is pursuing a state policy of national defense, state and social security, and stable
development, which responds adequately to internal and external conditions. The preconditions
for reinforcing the system of national security have been created, and the relevant legal space has
been consolidated. Priority issues in the economic sphere have been resolved, and the
attractiveness of the economy for investment has grown. Authentically Russian ideals and

spirituality are being born, alongside a dignified attitude to historical memory. Social harmony is
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being formed on the basis of shared values — the freedom and independence of the  Russian
state, humanism, the peaceful coexistence and cultural unity of Russia's multinational
population, respect for family traditions, and patriotism.

Overall, the preconditions have been formed for the reliable pre-emption of internal and
external threats to national security, as well as for the dynamic development and transformation
of Russia into a world leader with regards to the level of technological progress, quality of life,
and influence over global affairs.

In the context of the globalization of processes of world development, as well as of international
political and economic relations, which creates new threats and risks to the development of the
individual, society, and the state, Russia is transitioning to a new state national security policy, as
a guarantee of successful national development.

National defense
The strategic goals related to improving national defense consist of preventing global and
regional wars and conflicts, and likewise of realising strategic deterrence in the interests of
ensuring the country's military security.
Strategic deterrence presupposes the development and systemic realisation of a range of
interconnected political, diplomatic, military, economic, informational and other measures,
intended to forestall or reduce the threat of destructive action on the part of a state aggressor
(coalition of states).
Strategic deterrence is realized with the use of the state's economic resources, including support
for the forces providing national security, by means of the development of a system of military-
patriotic education of Russian citizens, and likewise of military infrastructure and administration
systems for the state military organization.
The Russian Federation provides national defense on the basis of principles of reasonable
sufficiency and effectiveness, including by means of non-military response, mechanisms of
public diplomacy and peacekeeping, and international military cooperation.
Military security is ensured by developing and improving the military organization and defensive
potential of the state, and likewise the allocation of sufficient financial, material and other
resources for this purpose.
The strategic objectives of national defense are realized by developing the system of national
security, implementing a long-term military-technological policy and developing military
infrastructure, and likewise by improving the system of administration of the state military

organization and by realizing a range of measures increasing the prestige of military service.
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The long-term state policy of the Russian Federation in the area of national defense and military
construction, including within the framework of the Union State [with Belarus], is oriented
towards the improvement of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, other troops, military
formations and bodies, called upon to ensure the security, sovereignty and territorial integrity of
the state, under any given conditions of the military-political environment.

Threats to military security include the policies of a number of leading foreign countries,
directed at achieving predominant superiority in the military sphere, primarily in terms of
strategic nuclear forces, but also by developing high-precision, informational and other high-
technology means of conducting armed warfare, strategic non-nuclear arms, by unilaterally
creating a global missile defense system and militarizing space, which could lead to a new arms
race, and likewise policies directed at the proliferation of nuclear, chemical, and biological
technologies, and the production of weapons of mass destruction, their delivery systems or

components.
